2. Typing area
	Use paper of A4 size, with the following typing area: length 24.5 cm and width 15.5 cm. This area should be used to the maximum, and at the same time must not be exceeded. The following margin settings in MS Word will produce the correct result, for A4 size paper: top 2.5 cm; bottom 2.7 cm; left 3.0 cm and right: 2.5 cm.

	Type the title and type the author’s name and affiliation. Use italics for the author’s affiliation and e-mail address and keywords. Single line spacing throughout the document should be used. Keep all text aligned justified, and only centre the title, author’s name and affiliation, and captions and legends of illustrations.
2.1. References, figures, tables and equations
	References to the literature should be mentioned in the main text by an Arabic number in square brackets (e.g. [1]). Use the Citation-Sequence System and list the numbered references at the end of paper, under the heading References. Please, use the bibliographic style presented at the end of these instructions. 
	The text should include references to all figures, tables and references. Keep in mind the distinction between figures and tables (the latter only contain alpha–numerical characters). Number tables and figures consecutively, not section-wise. Illustrations should be centred on the page, except for very small figures (max. width 7 cm), which may be placed side by side. Centre figure captions below the figure (see Figure 1), table captions above the table (see Table 1). 
Unless you or your co-author(s) created a completely original figure for your Extended Abstract, you must credit the source of the image, and you may need to obtain permission for usage. Images found online or elsewhere without attribution cannot be assumed to be copyright free and therefore should not be used. Please make sure that the resolution of the images is sufficiently high. All figures are printed in black and white. Coloured figures remain in colour in the online version. Please make sure that any coloured figures are comprehensible in black and white. Please try to avoid using images with a black or very dark background. 
	Please keep in mind that the minimum font size for characters in tables is 10 points, and for lettering in other illustrations, 8 points.

	For equations use the invisible table, as used for equation (1). When adding new equations copy and paste the invisible this table and modify the equation and numbering. All displayed equations should be numbered using Arabic numbers in parentheses. They should be centered, leaving a 6pt space above and below to separate them from the surrounding text (this is already adjusted for equation (1) and no additional vertical space should be added when copy-pasting the invisible table). An equation line can be inserted by using the macro ‘Equation’ that will insert a box with the proper dimensions for cells and spacing for the lines. The following example is a single line equation
